Representation includes enforcement of environmental laws though criminal prosecutions, administrative actions and litigation in all courts, including appeals; review of documents and contracts; site investigations, permits and violations; as well as advice in areas such as human relations and risk management.  This DAG will be expected to represent the agency statewide, and to frequently attend meetings with DNREC staff in the Dover offices of the agency, plus occasional evening hearings and meetings.

Strengths should include excellent written and oral communication skills, the ability to evaluate cases, determine resolutions, and anticipate legal issues, including the ability to research accurately and effectively.  Must have or be able to develop a good working relationship with other Deputy Attorneys General, support staff and Court personnel, as well as with scientists, engineers, specialists, and managers at DNREC.  This DAG will be expected to develop working knowledge of federal and state environmental laws and administrative procedures.  An appreciation for natural resources and a commitment to the preservation of the environment is highly desirable.
